Dance Audition Requirements

Dress:  Women, please wear a black leotard, pink tights, ballet shoes, pointe shoes if
applicable. Hair must be securely placed in ballet bun.

Men, please wear black tights or dance pants, white t-shirt, black or white ballet
shoes.

Audition: Will consist of a Ballet Technique Class (45 to 60-minute classical ballet class; 20-
minute pointe class will follow for those students who have prior experience
dancing on pointe.)

Information Session - Twenty-minute program presentation followed by Questions and
Answer Session. Parents and/or guardians are welcome to attend this part of the
audition.

Solo/Variation Presentation - 1 to 2 Y2-minute solo or classical variation. Students should
prepare a solo or variation that highlights the style of dance that they feel most
comfortable performing. Music should be on a CD or on a device, which is cable
ready. No costumes.
