· Deadlines are April 1st for summer semester, June 1st for fall semester and November 14th for spring semester

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TEACH (Teacher Education and Compensation Helps)

· Funded by DHR
· Pays 80% tuition and books
· Employer must agree to pay 10% and student must pay 10%
· Employer must agree to pay stipend/raise
· Employer must agree to give student release time each week for coursework
· Pays travel
· Must work with young children at least 30 hours each week
· Must make less than $15 per hour (teacher) or $18 per hour (director)
· Must work in licensed facility (licensed exempt centers not eligible)
· Can be used for Certificate, CDA, Associate degree, and Bachelor degree (Office of School Readiness Pre-K sites only for Bachelor)
· Can’t get both the Leadership in Child Care Scholarship in addition to T.E.A.C.H. scholarship
· Deadlines are April 15th for summer semester, July 15th  for fall semester and November 15th for spring semester
